Following the addition of a second bass player, a 3-week tour of Europe
in Spring 2003, the recording of a new EP, appearances at 2005’s Indie
Rocket (Pescara, IT) and Hot Viruz (Ancona, IT) festivals AND the
ultimate yet not-so-timely demise of Daemien Frost itself, Learn To
Love & Red F Records release 5 I S Y A Sy po@Huodsi¥ SRidito Di
Daemo” CD + DVD in May 2008. The release features a CD containing 4
new recordings and their seminal 1% CD, “Corpus Daemo”, re-mastered.
The DVD contains a 30 minute documentary on Daemien Frost, 3 live-
action and 2 animated music videos. DVD ‘extras’ include live footage
and a video from Giraffe Running (Hag & Greg’s other band).

The 4 new tracks featured on ‘Spirito Di Daemo’ mark a deeper descent

into the musical mineshaft which revealed it’s secrets to Daemien Frost
when making their first LP, ‘Corpus Daemo’. This time, the arrangements are brighter, heavier, triple-distilled
and aged for 5 years in brilliant white jewel-encrusted caskets for your listening pleasure.

The band’s documentary, “Living On The Ledge”, tracks the band’s progress through forming, recording and
releasing their own records, touring and their ultimate demise. Fleeting insights into the individuals private
lives, dreams and dreads abound. The band’s own dark and poignant way of dealing with the news of the
outbreak of the war in Iraq in 2003 is masterfully star-crossed with frequent gleeful outbursts at the wonderful
situations their DIY ethic has landed them in. The 5 music videos included on the DVD belie the band’s own
irreverence for the norm, a quality Daemien Frost always insisted upon when choosing collaborators to work
with. Live footage from Dublin, France & Italy rounds out the ‘Spirito Di Daemo’ experience leaving the viewer
feeling anxious... almost responsible. Like the chilling recollection of a moral obligation shirked, and long since
forgotten.

(The Redneck Manifesto) and was hand-printed at
Dexterity Press in Chicago by Jeff Mueller (The Shipping

EVERY NOW and then, there
comes a band that are so
devoid of any form of categori-
sation that even - as a last
resort - the pigeonhole
‘unclassified’ would spit it

out in confusion. This time,

this brain wrestling exercise is
down to Dublin three-piece
Daemien Frost.

There's moments of sheer
noise, lurching country, jazz
squall and lilting moments of
contemplation (‘In League With
The Amazons’) like their similarly
stubborn contemporaries
Mogwai and Billy Mahonie. But
just as you start settling into the
song structure, a musical rug is
pulled from under your feet
and they change direction, like
a compass possessed by Satan.

Despite being as frustrating
as trying to calculate a quadratic
equation armed with only a
toilet roll and a marshmallow,
this makes for challenging - and
ultimately rewarding - listening.

I'll admit it: I've been sitting on this CD for a few months, mainly because | haven't known what the hell to
make of it. At first, | was ready to write this Irish three-piece off as another noisy, incoherent, spastic
instrumental band with very little to recommend them.

Then, when | actually sat down to listen to the disc seriously, | thought, "no, wait, this is way smarter than
that." Daemien Frost realize the thing that most noisy, incoherent, spastic instrumental bands completely fail
to catch -- without some kind of motif, rhythmic, melodic, or other (or, dare we say, "hook"), you're pretty
much just up there flailing away for your own enjoyment.

Daemien Frost, however, get it right. Whether it's the honking, bleating sax in "Who Stole the Rock" or the
angular, almost funky guitar playing in "Slut Style", this record takes your preconceptions of what a noisy,
spastic instrumental record should be and turns them on their ear.

Most critics would probably trip over themselves in their rush to compare DF to Don Caballero. While this
might be a decent surface assessment, DF is far from being another Don Cab ripoff band. The thing is, DF's
compositions really aren't that incoherent at all. They might not make a great deal of sense on first listen, what
with the saxes and clarinets honking and squealing all over the place, but each song on this record comes
together around a central theme without ever diverging into nineminute Don Cab-aping bouts with the prog
gods. Best of all -- and totally uncharacteristic of a band that's ninety-five percent instrumental -- every track
here sounds different. The guttural saxophones in "Who Stole the Rock" anchor the chugging guitars and
frantic drumming in a completely different fashion than the clarinet interacts with the bass in "Also Run". In
"Slut Style", the album's catchiest song, the boys almost sound like a post-punk version of the Meters. "In
League With the Amazons" veers all over the map; starting out with some odd ambient noises and cymbal
tapping, it takes a good two minutes for the song to work itself into a recognizable shape, which it keeps for a
little while, descending into heinous riffage in its final minutes. The album's closer, "The Song Breaking Up",
verges on pretty, sounding something like the backing music to an Arab Strap song, with a rubbery lead bass
taking the place of Aidan Moffatt's tortured moaning -- until the shards of buzzed out guitar and sampled
arpeggiated guitar (which takes the track closer to latter-day Don Cab territory than anything else on the
album) come in.

With Corpus Daemo, Daemien Frost have made an original, intriguing piece of work. It's complicated and
interesting, but never takes itself too seriously. It's melodic enough to keep you interested in the proceedings,
but many times it turns around and serves you a shrieking saxophone or guttural scream when you were
expecting some nice guitar/bass interplay. There's plenty of that, too -- but at the same time, the bass is as
likely to interact with a clarinet as with a fellow stringed instrument. | like Daemien Frost because they refuse
to provide any obvious inroads towards the unraveling of their music. They present the whole mess to you on
a plate: the dish looks different from every angle, and every forkful of the stuff is equal parts candy and razor
blades. Dig in! --
